did obtain by deception,prbperty of the State of New Jersey

valued in excess of $500; that is, the said BROOKE KESHIANE did

purposely obtain temporary disability insurance benefits in the
'amount of $9,524.21 by submitting or»Causing to be submitted :

documents for temporary disability insurance benefits to the

State of New Jersey, thereby Ccreating or reinforcing false

impressions to the State of New Jersey that Dr. Vanajakshi Patura

certified that the said BROOKE KESHIANE was diagnosed with bi-



polar disorder and that the said BROOKE KESHIANE was employed by

a legitimate employer;
WHEREAS IN TRUTH AND. IN FACT, as the said BROOKE KESHIANE

then and there well knew, Dr. Vanajakshi Patura did not certify

that she was diagnosed with bi-polar disorder and Brooke

Promotions was not a legitimate employer, all contrary to the

provisions of_N.J.S.A.,ZC:20f4, and against the peace of this

State, the government and dignity of the same.

by submitting or causing to be submitted,documeﬁts for temporary

disability insurance benefits to the State of New'Jersey, thereby

creatlng or re1nforc1ng false lmpre551ons to the State of New

Jersey that Dr. Sanjay Banerjee certified that the said BROOKE

KESHIANE was diagnosed with bi- -polar dlsorder and that the sald

BROOKE KESHIANE was employed by a legitimate employer,

WHEREAS IN TRUTH AND IN FACT, as the said BROOKE KESHIANE
- then and‘there well knew, Dr. Sanjay Banerjee did not certlfy that
she was dlagnosed with bi- polar disorder and Brooke Promotions was

not a legitimate employer, all contrary to the provisions of

N.J.S.A. 2C:20-4, and against the peace of this State, the

government and dignity of the same.



COUNT FOQUR

(Theft of Identity-Third Degree)

BROOKE KESHIANE

on or about May 29, 2001, at the Borough of Northvale, in the

County of Bergen, elsewhere, and within the jurisdiction of this

Court, purposely impersonated another or assumed a false identity
and did an act in such assumed character or false identity for

purpose of obtaining a pecuniary benefit for herself that is,

the said BROOKE KESHIANE did impersonate Dr. Sanjay Banerjee by

submitting a claim for temporary disability insurance benefits

and using Dr. Sanjay Banerjee’s name and signature in support of

the claim without Dr. Sanjay Banerijee’s knowledge or

authorization for the purpose of obtaining temporary disability

insurance benefits valued at $7,788.26 from the New Jersey

Department of Labor, contrary to the provisions of N.J.S.A.

2C:21—17a(l), and against the peace of this State, the government

and dignity of the same.
